Due to re-
cent events such as the countywide burn ban and the discovery of certain non-combustible items such as old
tires, rotted playground equipment including hardware, Plexiglas panels and vegetation not originating on Joy's
property it has become necessary to discontinue burning on Joy's property.

The continual existence of an onsite pile of debris invites the growth of the pile which attracts donations of
such items. Some contributions come from disciples of Joy, but not from Joy's property. Other items come
from unknown contributors. Since these items cannot be burned they will have to be removed at the expense
of the congregation from the general fund which is an unnecessary and unplanned expense.

As good stewards of God's property we should try at all times to maintain an inviting, healthy and safe campus
not only for our congregation but more importantly for visitors and guests. This debris pile is unsightly and a
breeding ground for all manner of creatures so after it is permanently removed we ask that
there be no further deposits of any type of debris on Joy's property.
